COACHING STAFF

HERB HILGEMAN - Head Basketball Coach at
Rhodes College and Camp Director

Herb Hilgeman completed his thirty-second season
at Rhodes where the basketball program has become
nationally recognized. Hilgeman’s teams have ranked
nationally in the Top Twenty-Five in NCAA III dur-
ing eleven of the past seventeen years. The 1992-93
team (21-6) won the Southern Collegiate Athletic
Conference and received an NCAA post season bid.
The Lynx beat Virginia Wesleyan in the first game of
the NCAA and lost at Christopher Newport College in
the second round. The Lynx were ranked as high as
#8 nationally during the year. Hilgeman received
Coach of the Year in the conference for the second
time since 1990. He has also been named South
Region Coach of the Year twice since 1980.
